Our competitive nature soon became another reason to build high. Burj Dubai (over 705m), brings the record back to the Arab World. This thin, silver-blue building is definitely about prestige as much as business. Its developers believe it represents the new Middle East: dynamic, rich and successful. 
Today, there is another reason to build tall: living space. The world’s population will reach eight billion by 2020, and over half now live in cities. Some city populations will soon approach 30 million, and these huge communities take a lot of space – space that we need for other things, including food production for all these people.
The world is experiencing a unique population explosion. For thousands of years, numbers rose slowly – and even sometimes declined – due to disease. Then, with better health care and rising life expectancy, the rate of population increase started to climb steadily. Since the middle of the last century, numbers have been growing extremely rapidly, and they still are today. By 2020, the population of this small planet is expected to reach eight billion, over four times the number a century earlier.

 However, it is also predicted that growth will start to slow soon after 2020. We cannot be sure, but numbers will probably peak at  approximately 9 billion in about 2070. Following that, recent predictions show a population decline.
